
Sermon Notes – Part VIII - Colossians - Part VIII - Prayerful Living - Timeless Wisdom from the 
book of Colossians 
 
Summary 
In this sermon, we explore the final chapter of the Book of Colossians, where Paul emphasizes the 
importance of prayer and the supremacy of Jesus. Paul begins and ends the book with a call to prayer, 
highlighting its significance in the life of a believer. He encourages the Colossians to be devoted to 
prayer, being watchful and thankful, and to pray for opportunities to share the gospel. Paul also 
stresses the importance of living wisely and making the most of every opportunity to witness to others, 
reminding us that our actions should reflect the message of Christ. The sermon challenges us to be 
bold in sharing our faith and to pray for laborers to be sent into the harvest field, as there are many who 
are lost and in need of the Good News.

Be 
intentional about living in a way that reflects Christ's love and grace, and be prepared to share your 
faith when the opportunity arises.
